Welcome to Fowey Gallants Sailing Club, we hope you enjoy your time in Fowey.
Visiting boats will be stored on the grass outside Fowey Library, next to Caffa Mill car and Boat Park.  Many thanks to FHC for the use of this land.  Please note that this land has public access, so please do not leave any valuables here.
When you arrive at Fowey, just past the Texaco Filling Station; please take the road signposted to ‘Car Ferry’ and ‘Boat Launching’ at the mini roundabout.  (Left if approaching from the east, straight on from the west).  You will pass the FHC Car Park on the left, and the library is next to this.  You can park (pay and display) in this car park, you can unload in the library entrance, and you can also park in the council car park which is Caffa Mill Boat Park.  The boat park has a free public access launching slip, but the council wardens like issuing tickets for any cars left there without a valid pay and display (and trailers with number plates)

Please don’t turn left between the library and boat park entrance, this is the car ferry access road, the entrance is slightly further on.

Please don’t leave trailers on the piece of grass.  They must be parked elsewhere at your discretion; or please take them back up the hill to the Texaco garage.  There is a large area of grass opposite the workshop entrance, and trailers can be left here free.  There is no security here, please lock them.  (many thanks to Dave and Chris for the use of this land, please fill up your car here if need be)

The briefing both days will be held at Caffa Mill (weather permitting)

Launching will be from the Caffa Mill slip, but please do not launch until you are given permission by a designated parent, and by the ribs.  The Car Ferry slip is next to the launch slip, and all sailors need to be aware of the ferry, and to obey the instructions from the ribs at all times.  The ferry is used to dinghies launching from the slip.
The local boats will launch further down the river, and the fleet may be asked to pause while these boats launch and recover.
The Gallants clubhouse is located a bit further down the river.  It is accessed from the road via an alley just past the Upper Deck Marine Chandlery, where the road bends sharp left.  There is a small council car park by Upper Deck.

There are limited changing facilities, and pay showers at the club, we would recommend changing in the mornings at the car, or arriving with some kit on.
Important.  The club has a very good franchised food service downstairs; we have not included any food in the entry fee, but please do not bring any outside food into the clubhouse.

There is a fully licenced bar which will be open all weekend.  You will all be temporary members of the Gallants for the weekend.

Upper Deck Marine and Outriggers Clothes Shop opposite are offering all visiting sailors and families 10% off any purchases or orders over £10 for the weekend.
The intention is to come ashore lunchtime on Saturday, but please be prepared to stay out for 4 races back to back on Sunday.  Any of the coach boats or committee/safety boats will take any food/drink/extra layers you wish to have afloat.  Please hand them over after launching, and try to collect them before coming ashore.

Fowey town is a one way street, it flows from further down the town towards Caffa Mill, ending at Caffa; so if you wish to drive into town from Caffa you will have to go back past the first car park and turn sharp left.  Town Quay also has some parking, and there is a large central car park; there is plenty of on-road free parking further up the town.
Please don’t try to take any caravans through the town.
